How to Become a Candidate for Membership in the Washtenaw Sportsman’s Club, Inc.

A) Obtain A Sponsor.

You will be provided all WSC documents necessary for you to complete the Candidate Requirements.

During the meeting, your sponsor or the Membership Committee will introduce you to WSC's Board of Directors.

At the conclusion of the meeting you will receive an oral presentation of WSC's Web Site Access and
Range Safety Rules (General Sections). Your attendance will be credited on the Candidate Requirements Form.

OVERVIEW OF THE CANDIDATE REQUIREMENTS PROCEDURE
1) You must attend two (2) club meetings.
2) You must receive an orientation of the Range Safety Rules for each of the five (5) designated ranges
(Archery, Black Powder, Pistol, Rifle & Shotgun) by an Authorized Member of WSC.
You are responsible for reading the pertinent Range Safety Rules prior to the orientation and a working knowledge of them after the orientation.
3) You must participate in three (3) WSC sanctioned shooting events, either as an observer or a competitor.

4) You must perform a minimum of five (5) hours of work at WSC sanctioned events.

These requirements are designed to educate you on all Range Safety Rules, and to acquaint you with the
By-Laws, Policies, club grounds, club members and Board of Directors while helping us get acquainted with you.

It is necessary that these requirements be completed within 12 months of the date of approval as a candidate.
If you have decided not to seek Active Membership status, please notify the Membership Committee and withdraw your application.
Your courtesy and consideration will be appreciated by candidates waiting for openings in our membership rolls.

You will always be welcome to re-apply in the future, with the forfeiture of any credits earned from your initial requirements.

You must also notify the Membership Committee of any address changes, etc. to your original application.

Annual dues are prorated based on the table below and are collected the month of your admission to Active Membership.
Please pay with a check made payable to the Washtenaw Sportsman's Club or come prepared to pay the EXACT amount in cash.
Members admitted in the last quarter of the year will pay the balance of the current year's dues plus the full amount of next year's dues.
